ECI begins 2-day capacity building programme for 379 field functionaries  

The 13th batch of training for Booth Level Officers (BLO) Supervisors began 

at the India International Institute of Democracy and Election Management 
(IIIDEM), New Delhi today.  Chief Election Commissioner (CEC) of India Shri 
Gyanesh Kumar inaugurated the programme with an address to the 379 

participants (111 from Uttar Pradesh; 128 from Madhya Pradesh; 67 from Nagaland, 
66 from Meghalaya and 7 from Chandigarh). Over 5,000 BLO/BLO Supervisors have 

been trained in the last three months by ECI in New Delhi.  

2.  In his inaugural address, CEC Gyanesh Kumar said that these training 
programmes are essential to ensure that the preparation of electoral rolls and 

elections are conducted strictly in accordance with the Representation of People Act 
1950, 1951, Registration of Electors Rules 1960, Conduct of Election Rules, 1961 
and the instructions issued by the ECI from time to time. He added that there can 

be nothing more transparent than law in any democracy and the elections in India 
are held as per law.  

3. CEC also underlined that the participants, through the training, will 
familiarise themselves with the provisions of first and second appeals against the 
final electoral rolls as published with the DM/District Collector/Executive 

Magistrate under section 24(a) of RP Act 1950 and the Chief Electoral Officer (CEO) 
of the State/UT under section 24(b) respectively. He also encouraged the BLOs and 

BLO Supervisors to make the electors also aware of these provisions during their 
field level verification.  

4. It may be recalled that no appeals were filed from Meghalaya, Nagaland, 

Madhya Pradesh, Chandigarh and Uttar Pradesh after the completion of the Special 
Summary Revision (SSR) exercise as of 6th-10th of January 2025.  

5. The training is designed to enhance participants’ practical understanding 

especially in the areas of voter registration, Form handling, and field-level 
implementation of electoral procedures. Participants will also receive practical 

training on the IT tools.  The officials will also be provided technical demonstrations 
and training of EVMs and VVPATs including mock polls.

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ECI to begin Special Intensive Revision of Electoral Rolls in Bihar 
House-to-House verification to be done to ensure enrolment of all eligible Citizens 

Political parties to be encouraged to participate actively in the revision process 

The Election Commission of India (ECI) today issued instructions for 

holding Special Intensive Revision (SIR) in the State of Bihar as per the 

guidelines and schedule specified by the Commission. The objective of an 

intensified revision is to ensure that the names of all eligible citizens are 

included in the Electoral Roll (ER) so as to enable them to exercise their 

franchise, no ineligible voter is included in the electoral rolls and also to 

introduce complete transparency in the process of addition or deletion of 

electors in the electoral rolls. The last intensive revision for Bihar was 

conducted by the Commission in the year 2003. 

Various reasons such as rapid urbanization, frequent migration, young 

citizens becoming eligible to vote, non-reporting of deaths and inclusion of the 

names of foreign illegal immigrants have necessitated the conduct of an 

intensive revision so as to ensure integrity and preparation of error-free 

electoral rolls. The Booth Level Officers (BLOs) shall be conducting house-to-

house survey for verification during the process of this intensive revision. 

While conducting the special revision, the ECI shall be scrupulously 

adhering to the Constitutional and legal provisions regarding eligibility to be 

registered as a voter and disqualifications for registration in an electoral roll 

which are clearly laid down in Article 326 of the Constitution of India and 

Section 16 of the Representation of the People Act, 1950 respectively. 

In accordance with Section 23 of the Representation of People Act 1950, 

the eligibility conditions to enrol as an elector were already being verified by 

the ERO to his satisfaction. Now, to ensure complete transparency, it would 

be necessary that the documents on the basis of which such satisfaction of 

ERO is arrived at, are also uploaded in ECINET as the current level of 

technology enables so. However, these documents shall be accessible to 

authorized election officials only keeping in view the privacy issues. In case of 

any claims and objections raised by any political party or an elector, the AERO 

would inquire into the same before EROs satisfaction is arrived at. Under 

Section 24 of the Act, an appeal against the order of ERO can also be made to 

the District Magistrate and the Chief Electoral Officer. 



CEO/DEOs/EROs/BLOs have been directed to take care that genuine 

electors, particularly old, sick, Persons with Disabilities (PwD), poor and other 

vulnerable groups are not harassed and are facilitated to the extent possible, 

including through deployment of volunteers. 

While all efforts shall be made by the Election Commission of India that 

the revision process is carried out in a smooth manner causing minimum 

inconvenience to the electors, ECI shall be seeking active involvement of all 

political parties in the process by appointing their Booth Level Agents (BLAs) 

in all polling booths. The active participation of BLAs would ensure that 

discrepancies, if any, are resolved at the preparation stage itself, thereby 

reducing the instances of filing claims, objections and appeals. It may be 

underscored that both, the electors and the political parties, are the most 

important stakeholders in any electoral process and it is only with their full 

participation that an exercise of such magnitude can be conducted smoothly 

and successfully.

Four Pillars of SIR order dated 24.06.2025 

A. SIR is All-inclusive – Is reaching existing 7,89,69,844 electors of Bihar as on 

24.06.2025  

a. Pre-filled enumeration forms (with details such as elector’s name, address, 
old photo etc.) are made available to every existing elector (page 5, para 13). 
Pre-filled enumeration forms have been distributed to 7.69 crore electors 

(97.42%)  
b. BLOs are visiting each household at least three times to collect the filled-up 

enumeration forms, to ensure that no one is left out (page 9, para 3). First 

visit completed, second visit underway. 

c. Many electors found dead, shifted or migrated. 

 

B. All those who submit Enumeration Forms shall be included in the draft 

Electoral Roll to be published on 01.08.2025.  

a) ERO shall prepare the draft electoral roll by including all the electors 

whose enumeration forms have been received before 25.07.2025 (page 5, 

para 13). 

b) CEO, DEOs, EROs, BLO are taking care that genuine electors, 

particularly old, sick, PwD, poor and other vulnerable groups are not 

harassed and are facilitated to the extent possible, including through the 

deployment of volunteers (page5, para 13). 

c) Eligibility documents can also be submitted separately during the claims 

and objections period which ends on 1st September 2025 (page 10/11, 

para 5(b)). 

 

C. Eligibility of an elector is as per Article 326 of the Constitution, read with 

Sections 16 and 19 of the RP Act, 1950. 

d) Person who is a citizen of India; Not less than 18 years of age on the 

qualifying date; Ordinarily resident in the constituency and not otherwise 

disqualified under any law (page 4, para 6). 

 

D. Exclusion only after inquiry, speaking orders of ERO which are appealable to 

DM/CEO 

a. After publication of draft rolls, ERO shall scrutinize the eligibility of 

proposed electors and come to his/her satisfaction based on documents (as 

per indicative but not exhaustive list given at page 17 of the SIR order) and 

field reports (page 10, para 5(a)). 

b. In case of any doubt regarding eligibility of any elector whose name has 

appeared in the draft roll, ERO/AERO shall pass speaking orders after 

giving notice to such proposed elector (page 10/11, para 5(b)). 

c. Any person aggrieved by decision of the ERO, may prefer an appeal to the 

DM and second appeal can be preferred before the CEO against order of the 

DM, in accordance with Section 24 of the RP Act, 1950 (page 6, para 14).

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ECINET Operations started in Bye-polls 
Election Commission releases Index Cards for bye-elections in under 72 hours 

Election Commission of India has operationalised the new digital platform ECINET 

in the recently concluded bye-elections in the five Assembly Constituencies in the states 

of Kerala, Gujarat, Punjab and West-Bengal. It may be recalled that ECI had earlier this 

year on 4th May, announced the development of a new one-stop platform, ECINET, 

integrating over 40 of ECI’s existing mobile and web applications. The bye-polls witnessed 

the successful implementation of some of the modules of ECINET, which will become fully 

operational in the coming weeks.  

ECINET is one of the various initiatives of the Commission taken under the 

leadership of Chief Election Commissioner Shri Gyanesh Kumar along with Election 

Commissioners Dr. Sukhbir Singh Sandhu and Dr. Vivek Joshi for the timely and updated 

disclosure of election information for the benefit of the voters and other stakeholders.   

A major achievement during the bye-polls was uploading of the VTR trends directly 

by the Presiding Officers (PROs) on ECINET as against the earlier manual process. This 

enabled the quick sharing of information, increased transparency and a significant 

reduction in time lag in publishing VTR trends. Through ECINET, it was ensured that the 

PROs uploaded the final VTR figures before leaving their respective polling stations which 

resulted in much faster availability of VTR trends on ECINET for the public. The 

streamlined, technology-driven system was able to provide timely updates on the 

approximate voter turnout percentage trends during the bye-polls. 

Another major outcome of the introduction of ECINET has been the faster 

publication of Index Cards, which were made available within 72 hours of the declaration 

of the poll results. The decision to digitise and fast-track the process of generating the 

Index Card was announced earlier this month on the 5th of June.  Under the new system, 

most data fields in the Index Card are auto-filled using ECINET inputs. Before the 

introduction of ECINET, the publication of Index Cards, used to take several days, weeks, 

or even months as the data was filled and verified manually by the officials.  

The Index Card, is a non-statutory, post-election statistical reporting format, 

developed during the late 1980s, as a suo-moto initiative by the Commission to promote 

accessibility of election-related data at the constituency level for all stakeholders, including 

researchers, academia, policymakers, journalists, and the general public. The reports 

contain data across multiple dimensions such as candidates, electors, votes polled, votes 

counted, party-wise and candidate-wise vote share, gender-based voting patterns, regional 

variations, and performance of political parties. The reports can be accessed at the bye-

elections tab on https://www.eci.gov.in/statistical-reports.

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ECI starts proceedings to delist 345 RUPPs to begin with 

The Election Commission of India (ECI), under the Chairmanship of Chief 

Election Commissioner, Shri Gyanesh Kumar along with Election 

Commissioners Dr. Sukhbir Singh Sandhu and Dr. Vivek Joshi, has started 

proceedings for the delisting of 345 Registered Unrecognized Political Parties 

(RUPPs) which have failed to fulfil the essential condition of contesting even a 

single election for the last six years since 2019 and the offices of these parties 

could not be physically located anywhere.  These 345 RUPPs are from different 

States and UTs across the country. 

It has come to the notice of the Commission that of the over 2,800 RUPPs, 

currently registered with ECI, many RUPPs have failed to fulfil the essential 

conditions which are required to continue as an RUPP. Thus, a nationwide 

exercise was conducted by the ECI to identify such RUPPs and 345 such RUPPs 

have already been identified till now. In order to ensure that no party is unduly 

de-listed, the CEOs of the respective States/UTs have been directed to issue 

show-cause notices to such RUPPs following which, these parties will be given 

an opportunity through a hearing by the concerned CEOs. The final decision 

regarding the de-listing of any RUPP shall be taken by the Election Commission 

of India.  

Political parties (National/State/RUPPs) in the country are registered with 

the ECI under the provisions of Section 29A of the Representation of the People 

Act 1951.  Under this provision, any association once registered as a political 

party, gets certain privileges and advantages such as tax exemptions amongst 

others. 

This exercise has been conducted with the aim of cleaning up the political 

system and de-listing of such parties which have not contested any election to 

Lok Sabha or Legislative Assemblies of States/UTs or bye-elections since 2019 

and those which could not be physically traced as well. These 345 RUPPs have 

been identified in the first phase of this exercise, which shall be continued with 

the objective of cleaning up the political system.

4. ECI already has 77,895 Booth Level Officers (BLOs) and is appointing nearly 
20,603 more BLOs for new polling stations. 

5. More than One Lakh volunteers will be assisting genuine electors, particularly 
the old, sick, Persons with Disabilities (PwD), poor and other vulnerable groups 
during the SIR. 

6. All recognised National and State Political Parties who are registered with ECI 
have also already appointed 1,54,977 Booth Level Agents (BLAs).

4.96 crore electors do not need to submit any documents 

Children of these 4.96 crore electors need not submit any other document relating to 

their parents 

The Election Commission of India has uploaded the 2003 Electoral Roll of Bihar, 

comprising details of 4.96 crore electors, on the ECI website – https://voters.eci.gov.in. 

2.    In Para 5 of ECI instructions dated June 24, 2025, it had been mentioned that the 

CEO/DEO/ERO shall make the Electoral Rolls with qualifying date of 01.01.2003 freely 

available to all BLOs in hard copy, as well as, online on their website for anyone to download 

and use as documentary evidence while submitting their Enumeration Form. 

3.    The ease of availability of 2003 Electoral Rolls of Bihar, would hugely facilitate the 

ongoing Special Intensive Revision (SIR) in Bihar as now nearly 60 per cent of the total 

electorate, would not have to submit any documents. They have to just verify their details from 

the 2003 Electoral Rolls in the ER and submit the filled-up Enumeration Form.  Both, the 

electors as well the BLOs, would be able to readily access these details. 

4.    Further, as per instructions, anyone whose name is not in the 2003 Bihar Electoral Roll 

can still use the extract of 2003 Electoral Roll rather than providing any other documents for 

his/her mother or father. In such cases, no other document would be required for his/her 

mother or father. Only the relevant extract/details of the 2003 ER would be sufficient. Such 

electors would have to submit the documents, only for themselves, along with the filled-up 

Enumeration Form. 

5.    It is reiterated that before every election, revision of electoral roll is mandatory as per 

section 21(2)(a) of the Representation of People Act 1950 and Rule 25 of the Registration of 

Elector Rules 1960. ECI has been conducting annual revisions, intensive as well as summary, 

for 75 years by now.  

6.    This exercise is required as the Electoral Roll is always a dynamic list which keeps 

changing due to deaths, shifting of people due to various reasons such as migration due to 

occupation/education/marriage, addition of new voters who have turned 18 etc.  

7.    Further, Article 326 of the Constitution specifies the eligibility to become an elector. 

Only Indian citizens, above 18 years and ordinary residents in that constituency, are eligible 

to be registered as an elector.

ECI meets representatives of political parties  

Decodes the Bihar SIR 2025 process  

 

The Election Commission of India (ECI) met representatives of various political parties 
at Nirvachan Sadan on Wednesday. The Commission, under the Chairmanship of Chief 

Election Commissioner Shri Gyanesh Kumar along with Election Commissioners Dr. 
Sukhbir Singh Sandhu and Dr. Vivek Joshi, heard the concerns, issues and queries raised 

by the party representatives and decoded for them, the entire Special Intensive Revision 
(SIR) which is well underway in Bihar and is progressing smoothly. The political parties 

were - Indian National Congress, Rashtriya Janata Dal, Samajwadi Party, Dravida 
Munnetra Kazhagam, Nationalist Congress Party - Sharadchandra Pawar, Jharkhand 

Mukti Morcha, Communist Party of India (Marxist), Communist Party of India (Marxist-
Leninist) Liberation, Communist Party of India, Shiv Sena (Uddhav Balasaheb Thackrey). 

ECI informed the political parties that the SIR exercise is being conducted in a 
planned, structured and a phased manner to facilitate the inclusion of all eligible citizens. 

Active participation by 1,54,977 Booth Level Agents (BLAs) appointed by the recognised 
political parties across the state of Bihar is also ensuring that the process is happening in 

a transparent manner. CEC Gyanesh Kumar exhorted all political parties to come forward 
and appoint even more BLAs to assist the voters in enrolment and make the process fully 

transparent and participative. 

In the first phase, from 25th June to 3rd July 2025, Enumeration Forms (EFs) are 

being printed and distributed to the approximately 7.90 crore electors in Bihar. Electoral 
Registration Officers (EROs) are making available partially pre-filled forms, based on 

existing records as on 23rd June 2025, through the 77,895 Booth Level Officers (BLOs) 
pressed into action for the exercise and further 20,603 BLOs are being appointed. These 
BLOs are delivering the EFs door-to-door to all the 7.90 crore electors whose names are on 

the Electoral Roll as on 24.06.2025 (date of issue of SIR order). In addition, the forms are 

available for download on the ECI portal (https://voters.eci.gov.in), and the BLAs appointed 
by political parties may also submit up to 50 certified forms per day. 

In the second phase, the Enumeration Forms will be filled and are to be submitted 
before 25th July 2025. To support this process, volunteers are available to assist the voters 

alongside the BLOs. Nearly 4 lakh volunteers which include government officials, NCC 
cadets, NSS etc. have been deployed to make the process seamless for the voters and help 

the old, sick, Persons with Disabilities (PwD), poor and other vulnerable groups.  

Electors whose names exist in the Electoral Roll as on 1st January 2003 are only 

required to submit the Enumeration Form along with an extract of the roll, without the need 
for submitting any other documents (2003 electoral database available at 

https://voters.eci.gov.in). Those not listed in the 2003 Roll will need to submit a document 
(from the indicative list of 11 documents) for their date of birth/place of birth as per their 

birthdate as follows: 

i. individuals born before 1st July 1987, to provide a document for themselves 

ii. those born between 1st July 1987 and 2nd December 2004, to include 
documents for themselves and one parent

iii. individuals born after 2nd December 2004, to submit documents for 
themselves and both parents.  

Electors whose parents’ names were on the Electoral Roll as of 01.01.2003, need not submit 
any additional documents relating to their parents. 

In the third phase of the exercise, running parallelly from 25th June to 26th July 
2025, the completed Enumeration Forms will be collected by the BLOs along with the self-

attested documents and also will upload the data through the BLO App/ECINET on a daily 
basis. While collecting the forms, the BLOs will issue acknowledgment receipts to the 

electors. These physical forms will be submitted to the respective EROs or Assistant EROs 
(AEROs). A facility for online submission of Enumeration Forms has been developed to 

further ease the process for electors and will be available by today evening. 

In the fourth phase, the Draft Electoral Roll will be published on the 1st of August 

2025. The list will include all electors whose forms have been received by the deadline. 
Names for which no Enumeration Form has been submitted before 25th July will not appear 

in the Draft Roll. EROs and AEROs will scrutinize the forms against the eligibility criteria 
laid down in Article 326 of the Constitution, which requires electors to be Indian citizens, 

aged 18 or above, and ordinarily resident in the constituency. Copies of the Draft Roll will 
be provided to recognized political parties free of cost and uploaded on the ECI website. 

Electors who miss the initial deadline can still apply during the claims and objections period 
using Form 6 along with a declaration form. BLAs can continue to submit up to 10 forms 

per day even after the Draft Roll is published. 

The fifth phase, from 1st August to 1st September 2025, any member of the public 
can file claims and objections. During this time, the EROs/AEROs will scrutinize 

applications and objections in line with Article 326 and Sections 16 and 19 of the 
Representation of the People Act, 1950. The public can file claims for inclusion or raise 

objections to existing entries in the Draft Roll. No deletion will be made without due inquiry 
and providing the concerned person a fair hearing. Daily lists of claims and objections will 

be displayed at the ERO offices and published on the Chief Electoral Officer's website. 
Weekly updates will also be shared with political parties. Final ER will be prepared after 

disposing of claims and objections. 

The Final Electoral Roll will be published on the 30th September 2025. Hard and 

soft copies will be given free of cost to all recognized political parties and published on the 
ECI website. Any elector aggrieved by the decision of the ERO may appeal to the District 

Magistrate under Section 24(a) of the RP Act, 1950 within fifteen days of the order. A further 
appeal may be preferred to the Chief Electoral Officer under Section 24(b) if the elector 

remains dissatisfied within 30 days of the order 

The Election Commission urges all eligible citizens in Bihar to participate actively in 

this special drive to ensure that no voter is left out.

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Bihar SIR being implemented smoothly on ground 

First visit of BLOs in nearly 1.5 crore households completed  

87 per cent Enumeration Forms distributed 

 

The first visit of the Booth Level Officers (BLOs) to nearly 1.5 crore households in the 

state has been completed today and over 87 per cent Enumeration Forms (i.e. 6,86,17,932) out 

of the total of 7,89,69,844 (nearly 7.90 crore) electors in Bihar who are enrolled as on June 24, 

2025, have been distributed during the Special Intensive Revision (SIR) exercise being 

conducted in the state. The remaining houses could be locked, or of dead electors, or of migrants 

or of those who may be travelling.  Since, the BLO shall be visiting three times to the houses of 

the electors during the exercise, these figures are likely to increase further.  

The partially filled forms are also available for download on the ECI portal 

(https://voters.eci.gov.in) as well on ECINET App and the filled forms can be uploaded by the 

elector himself on ECINET App.  

Besides, 1,54,977 Booth Level Agents (BLAs) appointed by various political parties are 

also providing active support in the SIR process.  As on July 02, BJP has appointed 52,689 

BLAs, followed by 47,504 of RJD, 34,669 of JD(U), 16,500 of INC, 1913 of Rashtriya Lok Jan 

Shakti Party, 1271 of CPI(ML)L, 1153 of Lok Jan Shakti Party (Ram Vilas), 578 of CPI(M), 270 

of Rashtriya Lok Samta Party besides others such as BSP (74), NPP (3) and AAAP (1).  Each BLA 

can submit up to 50 certified forms per day.  

Nearly five percent filled-up and signed forms i.e. nearly 38 lakh forms have already been 

received by the BLOs who are working sincerely with the sole motto – Inclusion First, which has 

been repeatedly emphasized upon by the Commission. As per SIR, in order to get one’s name in 

the Draft Electoral Roll to be published on 1st August 2025, the strict condition for an elector 

is to sign and submit the pre-printed Enumeration Form before 25th July 2025. Simultaneous 

verification of the uploaded forms has also been started. Despite apprehensions by some 

quarters, SIR will ensure that all eligible persons will be included.   

Based on the documents attached or not attached, with the signed Enumeration Form, 

eligibility verification of each name included in the draft rolls will be done continuously after 

their receipt.  Verification will start vigorously from August 02, 2025 onwards after publication 

of Draft Electoral Rolls. On the basis of the published Draft of Electoral Rolls, Claims and 

Objections will be received from any political parties or any member of public 2nd August 2025 

onwards. 

The Final Electoral Rolls will be published on September 30, 2025. Appeals can also be 

filed thereafter with the DM and the CEO.

left 

Going by the progress of SIR till 6 PM on July 08, it is most likely that the exercise of 
collection of Enumeration Forms will be completed well before the last day of collection i.e. 
25th July 2025. The Special Intensive Revision (SIR) in Bihar, is progressing well with 

3,70,77,077 Enumeration Forms, which is 46.95% of the total of 7,89,69,844 (nearly 
7.90 crore) electors in Bihar, collected (at 6.00 PM) in the first 14 days since the issue of 

SIR instructions on June 24, 2025.  

In the first two weeks of the exercise, 7.90 crore forms were printed and over 97% forms 
(7,70,44,990) have been distributed to be electors. Also, 18.16% of the forms of have been 

uploaded in the ECINET. A large number of prospective electors are preferring to submit 
the Enumeration Forms along with the eligibility documents as specified in SIR order dated 
24.06.25 

Now, the effort is to collect the remaining half of the enumeration forms and eligibility 
documents with still 17 more days before July 25.

Nearly 4 lakh volunteers which includes government officials, NCC cadets, NSS 
members etc. are also working on the field to facilitate the elderly, PwD, sick and vulnerable 
populations in the SIR process. Besides, EROs covering all the 243 ACs, 963 AEROs, 38 

DEOs and the CEO of the state are at the ground level to facilitate the electors to submit 
their forms.  

District Presidents of all recognised political parties have also stepped up the 
appointment of BLAs and they are actively participating on the ground. As of date, 
1,56,626 BLAs have been appointed, up from 1,38,680 at the beginning of the exercise.

Election Officers (DEOs), Electoral Registration Officers (EROs) across all 243 
Assembly Constituencies, and 963 Assistant EROs (AEROs) are being closely 

monitored by the CEO for this purpose.  

These efforts of ECI are being supplemented 1.5 Lakh BLAs appointed by all

 The MHA vide its Gazette Notification S.O.3354(E) dated July 22, 2025 has 

notified the resignation of Shri Jagdeep Dhankhar, Vice President of India.  

 

The Election Commission of India, under Article 324, is mandated to conduct 

the election to the office of the Vice President of India. The election to the office of the 

Vice President of India is governed by The Presidential and Vice-Presidential Elections 

Act, 1952 and the rules made thereunder, namely The Presidential and Vice-

Presidential Elections Rules, 1974.  

 

  Accordingly, the Election Commission of India has already started the 

preparations relating to the Vice-Presidential Elections, 2025. On completion of the 

preparatory activities, the announcement of the Election Schedule to the office of the 

Vice-President of India will follow as soon as possible.  

 

 Major pre-announcement activities which have already been started include:  

 

(i) Preparation of Electoral College which consists of elected as well as 

nominated members of Rajya Sabha as well as Lok Sabha;

In the first phase of Bihar SIR, the lists of all primarily incorrectly included electors, and 

those who have not yet returned their Enumeration Forms have been shared, on 20th July, 

with 1.5 lakh Booth Level Agents (BLAs) nominated by District Presidents of all 12 major 

political parties of Bihar.  

2. Bihar electors who are currently temporarily residing outside the state, and have not 

registered as electors elsewhere, can fill their form through any of the following methods: 

• They can fill out their form online at https://electors.eci.gov.in or through the ECINet 
mobile app, or take a printout of the form. 

• They can fill and sign the printed form and send it to their BLO through a family 
member, or 

• They can fill and sign their printed form and send the printed form to BLOs’ mobile via 
WhatsApp. 

3. The names of electors who have submitted the Enumeration Form will be included in 

the Draft Electoral Roll. Electors can confirm the submission of their forms at 

https://electors.eci.gov.in/home/enumFormTrack#. The Commission has sent SMS messages 

to all such electors whose mobile numbers are given in the Enumeration Forms.  

4. On August 1, 2025, at the completion of the first phase of SIR, the Draft Electoral Roll 

will be published.

1. The booth-level lists of those electors who have not filled their forms, of deceased 

electors, and electors who have permanently migrated have already been shared by 
BLOs/EROs/DEOs/CEOs with all political parties on 20th July, so that they can 
point out any errors. 
 

2. As per the SIR Order, any elector or any political party can file a claim in case of any 

missing names or raise an objection in case of any wrong inclusion till 1st September, 
2025. 
 

3. 99% electors have already been covered. 

4. BLOs/BLAs have reported names of 21.6 lakh deceased electors. 

5. BLOs/BLAs have reported names of 31.5 lakh electors who have permanently 

migrated. 

6. BLOs/BLAs have found 7 lakh electors are registered at more than one place. 

7. According to local BLOs/BLAs, 1 lakh electors are untraceable. 

8. Despite door-to-door visits by local BLOs/BLAs, forms of fewer than 7 lakh electors 

have still not been received. 

9. Forms of 7.21 crore electors (91.32%) have been received and digitised; names of all 
these electors will be included in the Draft Electoral Roll. The remaining forms are

ECI appoints Returning Officer and Assistant ROs  

 

1. The Election Commission of India, under Article 324, is mandated to conduct the 

election to the office of the Vice President of India. The election to the office of the Vice 

President of India is governed by The Presidential and Vice-Presidential Elections Act, 

1952 and the rules made thereunder, namely The Presidential and Vice-Presidential 

Elections Rules, 1974. 

 

2. Under Section 3 of the Presidential and Vice-Presidential Elections Act, 1952, the 

Election Commission, in consultation with the Central Government, appoints a 

Returning Officer, who shall have his office in New Delhi, and may also appoint one 

or more Assistant Returning Officers. As per convention, either Secretary General, 

Lok Sabha or Secretary General, Rajya Sabha is appointed as Returning Officer by 

rotation. During the last Vice-Presidential election, the Secretary General of the Lok 

Sabha was appointed as the Returning Officer. 

3. Therefore, the Election Commission, in consultation with the Ministry of Law and 

Justice and with the consent of the Hon’ble Deputy Chairman of Rajya Sabha, has 

appointed the Secretary General, Rajya Sabha as Returning Officer for ensuing Vice-

Presidential Election, 2025. 

4. The Election Commission of India has also appointed Ms. Garima Jain, Joint 

Secretary, Rajya Sabha Secretariat and Shri Vijay Kumar, Director, Rajya Sabha 

Secretariat as Assistant Returning Officers during the course of Vice-Presidential 

Election, 2025.  

5. The requisite Gazette Notification is being issued separately today.

1. 99.8% Bihar electors have been covered so far. 
 

2. Forms of 7.23 crore electors have been received and digitised; the names of all these 

electors will be included in the Draft Electoral Roll. The digitisation of forms, along 

with BLO reports, of the remaining electors will also be completed by August 1, 2025. 

 

3. The lists of those electors who have not filled the forms or are deceased and those 

who have permanently migrated have already been shared on July 20 with all the 12 

political parties [Bahujan Samaj Party; Bharatiya Janata Party; Communist Party of 

India (Marxist); Indian National Congress; Rashtriya Janata Dal; Janata Dal (United); 

Rashtriya Lok Samta Party; Communist Party of India (Marxist–Leninist) (Liberation); 

Rashtriya Lok Janshakti Party; Lok Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas); National People’s 

Party; Aam Aadmi Party], so that any errors can be rectified in the Draft Electoral Roll 

to be published on August 1. 
 

4. Since June 24, 2025, the local BLOs/BLAs have reported the following: 

• Names of approximately 22 lakh deceased electors. 

• Approximately 7 lakh electors registered in more than one location. 

• Approximately 35 lakh electors have either permanently migrated or could not 

be traced. 

• Enumeration forms of approximately 1.2 lakh electors yet to be received. 
 

5. The credit for the successful completion of the first phase of SIR so far, goes to the 

CEO of Bihar, 38 DEOs, 243 EROs, 2,976 AEROs, BLOs deployed at 77,895 polling 

booths, volunteers, all 12 political parties, their 38 District Presidents, and the 1.60 

lakh BLAs nominated by them (list attached).

a. Out of 7.89 crore electors as on 24.06.2025, over 7.24 crore electors have 

submitted their Enumeration Forms indicating overwhelming participation.  

 

b. The credit for the successful completion of the first phase of SIR also goes to 

the CEO of Bihar, DEOs of all 38 Districts, 243 EROs, 2,976 AEROs, BLOs 

deployed at 77,895 polling booths, lakhs of volunteers and full involvement of 

the field representatives of all the 12 major political parties, including their 

District Presidents and as many as 1.60 lakh BLAs appointed by them. Total 

number of BLAs increased 16%+ during SIR period as under:

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2. Second Aim of SIR: No Eligible Elector in Bihar should be left Behind 

a. SMSs, explaining the SIR process, were sent to 5.7 crore registered mobile 

numbers of all those electors who had registered their mobile numbers. During 

the enumeration period, CEO/DEOs/EROs conducted numerous campaigns for 

spreading awareness amongst electors about SIR.  

 

b. CEO/DEOs/EROs also conducted several meetings with political parties to 

explain SIR and the process, and to keep them apprised of the progress of SIR. 

For the same purpose, BLOs also held booth level meetings with Booth Level 

Agents (BLAs) appointed by the Political parties. BLAs were also allowed to file 

upto 50 Enumeration Forms per day, to ensure their full involvement.  

 

c. BLOs went house to house to each elector whose name was in the electoral 

rolls as on 24.06.2025, to distribute Enumeration Forms. And thereafter, BLOs 

made repeated visits to collect the filled Enumeration Forms (at least three 

visits). In addition, BLAs and volunteers have also visited electors and made 

all efforts to ensure no one is left. 

 

 

3. Third Aim of SIR: No temporary Migrant from Bihar should be left behind 

 

a. All-India full page advertisement in Hindi, was issued in 246 newspapers having 

a total circulation of 2,59,77,686 (nearly 2.60 crores) aiming at creating 

awareness amongst migrants from Bihar living across the country. 

 

b. Simultaneously, CEO, Bihar wrote to CEOs of all States/UTs requesting them 

to make special efforts to reach out to temporarily migrated people of Bihar 

living in their respective States/UTs.  

 

c. Such electors who have not registered as electors elsewhere, could fill their 

form through any of the following methods: 

 

i. Fill out their form online at https://voters.eci.gov.in/ or through the ECINet 

mobile app (over 16 lakhs Enumeration Forms were filled online), or take 

a printout of the form (over 13 lakh Enumeration Forms were 

downloaded), i.e. a total of nearly 29 lakhs.  

 

ii. Fill and sign the printed form and send it to their BLO through a family 

member, or fill and sign their printed form and send the printed form to 

BLOs’ mobile via WhatsApp or other such medium.  
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4. Fourth Aim of SIR: No Urban Elector in Bihar is left behind 

 

Special Urban camps were set up in all the 5,683 wards of all 261 urban local bodies 

(ULBs) of Bihar so that no urban elector is left out.  

 

5. Fifth Aim of SIR: No Young elector is left behind 

 

a. Young electors, who have attained 18 years of age on 1st July 2025, or would 

be attaining 18 years on or before 1st October, 2025, are being encouraged to 

file their application in Form 6, along with the prescribed Declaration Form.  

 

b. ECI will conduct special campaigns across Bihar from 1st August to 1st 

September 2025, to enroll such young electors, so that all eligible electors can 

be enrolled and no one is left out.  

 

6. Sixth Aim of SIR: Regular involvement of all Electors and all Political Parties 

 

a. Electors whose Enumeration Forms were received were sent repeat SMSs, as 

an acknowledgment of submission of their form. A total of 10.2 crore SMSs 

have been sent since the beginning of the exercise.  

 

b. Electors whose Enumeration Forms were received can always check the 

status of their forms on https://voters.eci.gov.in/home/enumFormTrack#.  

 

c. By 20th July 2025, CEO/ DEOs/ EROs/ BLOs shared, with political parties, the 

booth-level lists of electors who were reported as deceased electors, or whose 

Enumeration Forms were not received, or who were reported to be permanently 

migrated or could not be traced with the objective of requesting them to inquire 

about such electors in a focussed manner. Subsequently, after noticing the 

efforts of the political parties, such updated lists were again shared with the 

representatives of political parties.  

 

 

 

7. Seventh Aim of SIR: Assistance by entire election staff including volunteers 

 

Entire election machinery and volunteers are making special efforts to assist any 

elector, especially senior citizens, PwD electors, and other vulnerable groups, in 

obtaining their documents.  Volunteers will connect with all electors so that their 

documents can be obtained from government departments with minimum efforts of the 

elector.

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8. Eighth Aim of SIR: Redressal of any issue raised during the Enumeration Phase 

 

DEOs of all 38 Districts have also individually dealt with each and every issue 

reported by anyone including through any Print/ TV/ social media so that no 

grievance remains unaddressed.  

 

9. Ninth Aim of SIR: Scrutiny of Draft Roll from 1st Aug till 1st September 2025 

 

a. As per the SIR Order, the Draft Electoral Roll will be published on August 1, 

2025. Printed as well as digital copies of each booth will be provided to all 12 

political parties. The draft roll will also be available on the CEO's website for 

anyone to check. 

 

b. From 1st August to 1st September 2025, any elector or any political party 

are expected to file claims and objections to the concerned ERO by filling 

the prescribed forms for: 

 

i. Inclusion of any eligible elector who is left-out, or  

 

ii. Removal of any ineligible elector, who remained in the draft 

Electoral Roll.  

 

c. 243 EROs/2976 AEROs are already in position to scrutinise and decide on any 

claims and objections. Out of these 2976, 1470 AEROs have been notified 

additionally for SIR Bihar on 8th July 2025. 

 

10. Tenth Aim of SIR: No deletion from Draft Electoral Rolls without a speaking order: 

 

a. As per Para 5(b) of SIR guidelines, NO NAME CAN BE DELETED from the 

draft list published on 1st August without notice and speaking order of 

the ERO/AERO.  

b. Any elector aggrieved by any decision of the ERO may appeal to the District 

Magistrate and the Chief Electoral Officer thereafter under Section 24 of the RP 

Act, 1950.  

c. Volunteers are also being trained in helping people to file appeals against any 

decision of ERO.  

d. A standard format for filing appeals is also being devised and will be widely
