Covid & se7oR, Covid-19 Positive patients who are quarantined will be able to
cast their vote at the last hour of the poll day at their respective polling stations,
under the supervision of health authorities, strictly following COVID-19 related



preventive measures. This besides the option of postal ballot facility already granted
to them.

Nodal Health officers have been appointed at the state/district/constituency level
to oversee all Covid 19 related arrangements and preventive measures during the
entire electoral process.

In order to further decongest polling spaces and allow more free movement of the
voters, polling time has been increased by one hour. Polling will now be held from 7
am to 6 pm instead of 7am to Spm earlier. However timings for polling in LWE areas
will be 7 am to 4 pm.

Nomination form and Affidavit may now be filled up online and print out
submitted to the RO. Besides, security money can be deposited through online mode.
Candidates can also seek elector certification digitally.

The number of persons accompanying a candidate for submission of Nomination
has been restricted to two (2) and the number of vehicles shall also be restricted to
two (2).

Door to door campaigning has been restricted to five persons including the
candidate. Road shows are allowed subject to the convoy being broken after every
five vehicles. All election meeting and gatherings will have to adhere to strict health
and safety protocols and shall be closely monitored by the elections and health
machinery in the field. @i &g oifae <t 7 physical and not just virtual rallies &1

a1 @1, 1 would like to reiterate that physical rallies are very much an option just that
the number of people who can congregate at a certain place has to be limited. The
DEOs have identified dedicated grounds in advance where public gatherings can take
place, with social distancing norms clearly marked to ensure the safety of the
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Systematic Voter’s Education and Electoral Practices (SVEEP) focus this time shall be on
Safe election and covid 19 safety awareness programmes besides increasing voter turnout and
ethical and informed decision making by the voters.

Chief Election Commissioner Shri Sunil Arora reiterated that Commission is committed to
conduct free fair and transparent elections. Commission has instructed the State and District
Election machinery to ensure Covid norms are followed and the officers function fearlessly,
impartially and independently. Shri Arora urged all political party representatives, Media
organizations, Civil Society organizations, Youth & all Electors to extend their support to Election



Commission of India so that Elections to Bihar 2020 Legislative Assembly can be conducted with
their active participation.

CEC Shri Arora emphasized that ECI’s decision to conduct Elections in Bihar is not a leap in
the dark, but a leap of faith.
